

Welcome back Year 5. I have been really looking forward to getting back into the class after the summer holidays and it has definitely been worth the wait. I have been so happy to see you all back in school and every day I am being impressed by how you are showing that you are ready to learn and to embrace the new school year. 
I know I am going to continue to be impressed by your attitude and that you will all continue to develop an impressive work ethic and enjoyment of our learning. I’m looking forward to seeing how you demonstrate the school’s values in how you approach your learning and how you treat everyone.

Our enquiry question for this term is based around geography; Is human need greater than the need of others? As part of our learning we will be investigating rainforest biomes. We will also research information about the UK and South America; looking at the differences between the different regions. Our learning will also link to our Science where we will be investigating the life cycles of mammals, birds, amphibians and insects that live in rainforests. As part of our enquiry question we will be finding out about deforestation. We will learn what it is and the impact that deforestation has on the rainforest biome. Our enquiry question will also link to our English where we will look at producing non-chronological reports about rainforest animals, in addition to writing balanced arguments.
In English we will use a text called The Explorer, by Katherine Rundell which is set in the Amazon rainforest. We will be using what we have learned about rainforests to help us to write some setting descriptions. In addition, we will be using the text The Lorax, which deals with the issues of deforestation and the impact it has on the environment. We will be using both texts to help us engage in our writing and will be producing some information writing, and stories through understanding the text in detail. 

We will also be focusing on developing our reading and comprehension skills whilst trying to develop and broaden our vocabulary. 
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In Maths, we will be focusing on our knowledge of place value to one million, using concrete, pictorial and abstract concepts to help us. Times tables will be part of our daily routine. In all elements of our Maths learning, we will be developing our skills and knowledge and will focus on some aspect of problem solving and reasoning. 
We will also be spending time working on our confidence in explaining our ideas and using mathematical vocabulary.
