Our Spring Enquiry

This will then support them to discuss some similarities and differences between life in this country and life in other countries.

Throughout the enquiry, the importance of diversity across these professions will be promoted e.g: race, gender. The children will be exposed to the community outside of their familiar environment and learn about how community connects us.
