Our Summer Enquiry
Our Enquiry Question this term is: How do we look after our world?'. We will look into a variety of subjects regarding what happens in the world around us and what we can do to help look after it. We begin our enquiry with growing, the children will learn what a plant needs to grow and have the opportunity to plant their own seeds. We then move into life cycles and focus mainly on caterpillars and butterflies. We are so lucky to have our own caterpillars to look after and watch their transformation.
Moving into the second half of the term the children will learn about what is happening to our world and the homes of animals. We will discuss what we can do to support and try out a variety of things including making bug hotels and recycling plastic.
